The attractive and sought-after village of

Shackleford lies within the Surrey Hills Area

of Outstanding Natural Beauty and here, in

the centre of the village, the period farm

buildings enjoy a secluded, almost secret

situation. The nearby Godalming and Milford

provide an excellent range of local amenities,

whilst a more extensive range of shopping,

leisure and cultural facilities may be found at

Guildford.  Communications are good.

Mainline stations at Milford and Godalming

provide a frequent service into London

(Waterloo), with journey times from around

47 minutes, whilst the A3 provides the route

into London, the south coast and the M25

for access to airports and the national

motorway network.  The area is blessed with

an excellent selection of schools within easy

reach, including Aldro in the village centre,

Charterhouse and Prior’s Field.  Recreational

amenities available include golf at several

local clubs and multi-activity sports centres at

Guildford and Godalming. In addition, the

surrounding countryside provides some of

the most outstanding walking and riding in

the country.

The location



Hall Place is a stunning, contemporary

conversion of a substantial period barn and

other former farm buildings. Completed in

2008, the property retains its original

character with a wealth of exposed timber,

whilst benefiting from the latest

technological features which include low

voltage programmable lighting, an integrated

and centrally controlled audio system and

marble flooring with oil-fired under floor

heating.  Plentiful windows, bright d!cor and

partial open-plan design create an immediate

sense of space and light, lending a very fluid

feel to the living area.

Situated close to the main building, the

annexe provides interesting accommodation

comprising a spacious vaulted playroom/

cinema and two bedrooms, each having their

own en suite facilities on half-mezzanine

floors.

Gardens and Grounds: An attractive stone

and brick wall encloses an area of garden to

the front of the house.  To the east and south

of the house, the main gardens comprise an

extensive stone paved terrace area.  Steps

lead up to lawns where there are two ponds.
