SHACKLEFORD PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of Meeting 14th March 2017
Present – Bridget Carter-Manning (Chairman), Fran Nowlan (Vice Chairman), Jon Scott, Barry Hitchcock, Philip Randall, George Johnson (SCC Councillor), Tony Rooth (Guildford Borough Council) and Kate Lingard (clerk).
Members of the Public – Bob Stovold, Tony Hawkes, Neil Smith, Dorothy Christianson and David Swinburne.
Issues raised by Public – problems with littering and blocked drains on the one-way road that leads from the Eashing filling station to the Milford roundabout were raised, with one resident stating that they had been clearing this almost weekly. There was a complaint about cars parked on the main road opposite Aldro, as these can be dangerous to get past, but other residents hadn’t noticed this occurring very frequently.   
75/16 – Apologies for Absence – Peter Stovold. 
76/16 - Minutes of Meeting held on 10 January 2017 – approved and signed by BCM. 
77/16 - Matters Arising – none.
78/16 - Declarations of Interest – none.
79/16 - County and Borough Councillors – TR said that the consultation period for the changes to the draft Local Plan would begin in the summer. He updated SPC on outstanding enforcement issues. The Planning Committee approval for the new canopy at the Eashing filling station was again discussed and SPC again expressed disappointment with the outcome and the refusal by GBC to do a site visit. PR said that a site visit would have been the clearest way to convey to the Committee members the unique position of the filling station, which is not only set on the edge of the A3 but also of Eashing village itself, being clearly visible from nearby residential properties. 
GJ reported that he had attended a meeting with BCM, Aldro’s Bursar, John Forsyth, and a Highways and Flood expert from SCC to discuss the flooding in the centre of the village. It seems unlikely that flash-flooding could ever be prevented but the speed at which the flood waters drain away could be accelerated. The waters drain naturally downwards to a pond at Aldro and in the last thirty years some of the pipes have been diverted and become blocked with silt. Aldro and SCC to discuss repairing and replacing the drains and funding. TH said that the drains outside the Cyder House become blocked and in need of weekly clearing. BCM said that Aldro are planning some works in the holidays, so this may improve the situation.

80/16 – Highways and Byways – PR reported that he had attended a meeting on 6/3/17 with BCM, Neil Smith, GJ and representatives from SCC – John Hilder, Ian Fowler (maintenance engineer) and Bahram Assadi (traffic engineer). The following issues were discussed:
(a) Traffic issues in Lower Eashing – problems relating to parking, speeding, HGVs and the volume of traffic were explained. SCC said that it would not be possible to close Lower Eashing road nor make it one-way, unless there had been a high volume of accidents, and there had not. Therefore, SCC suggested undertaking a speed and volume survey in Upper and Lower Eashing to gain data which would hopefully point towards other traffic calming schemes. Suggestions would then go to the Highways Task Group and could make it onto their 2018 Running List. 
(b) Eashing Lane Pavement – Mr Assadi admitted there had been a failure in the system that had meant that SPC was not notified about the pavement until it was about to be built. SCC said that this should not happen again as processes were now in place. It was agreed that the bollards, which do not have adequate clearance between them and the back wall of the pavement, would be removed and the edge of the kerb chamfered.  

(c) Boundrary Owneship – SCC are withdrawing routine maintenance of hedges and ditches where they can show, through checking with the Land Registry maps, that owners of roadside properties own them. If in doubt, property owners should check their title deeds. 

(d) Elstead Road/Grenville Road/School Lane Junction – SPC raised issues with the terrible road surface and SCC said that this was on their list to do as a resurfacing job. The Hollow and part of Grenville Road are also on the list. 

(e) Flooding outside Jordans in Upper Eashing – this could be because the drain runs uphill! This is on also on an SCC list to look into. 
81/16 - Defibrillator and Village Emergency Telephone System (VETS) – BCM said that SPC had provided a training evening in February and thanked St John’s Ambulance volunteers for coming along and giving CPR and defibrillator training. The main message of the training was that, in the event of an emergency, the first priority is always to call 999 and then perform CPR if recommended by the emergency operator. If there is another person in attendance they can get the defibrillator if necessary or call the VETS number on 01483 912911. This would then ring around the volunteers until one picks up and accepts the call; this volunteer would then fetch and deliver the defibrillator to the emergency. BCM reported that the line had been tested and appeared to be working. A3 sized maps of the parish are to be given to the volunteers to aid in the speedy delivery of the defibrillator.  Limitations of the VETS system were discussed (it cannot ring volunteer’s mobile numbers and the number may not be easy to access in an emergency) but there is little SPC can do improve this. There are flyers available in the Village Shop with the VETS number on that residents may like to keep somewhere accessible in case of emergency. 
82/16 – Eashing information board and Hurtmore and Eashing BT telephone boxes – PR said that he had prepared some draft information on Eashing history and was liaising with the National Trust to get the agreed board placed near the Eashing Bridge. BCM reported that both the Hurtmore and Eashing telephone boxes have notices saying they will be removed. Some residents expressed an interest in keeping the boxes, as has been done with the box near the Village Shop, and the clerk was to look into if this was possible, as the deadline may have past.
