46/17 - Highways and Byways – BCM reported that a new culvert had been put in place in Upper Eashing to prevent flooding on the road and The Hollow had been patched but the surface was still unacceptable. Residents reported a problem with another culvert at the top of The Hollow which has been sinking/turning into a large pothole – BCM to report. A new culvert in the centre of Shackleford to alleviate flooding outside Aldro is still awaited and the Eashing Junction on the A3 is still missing street furniture and correct signage and BCM has been chasing this. BCM said that the Japanese Knotweed on School Lane had died back for the winter and she and Matt Furniss would inspect it for new growth in the Spring. 

47/17 – Shackleford Parish Council Car Park - BCM said that there was still an issue with people leaving untaxed/unroadworthy cars in the village carpark. The Parish Council would like the car park to be available for users of the shop or playground and not for cars to be dumped to avoid road tax. BCM has asked owners to remove the untaxed cars that have been there for several weeks but to date these still remain in the car park. The councillors asked the clerk to send a letter to the owners with a deadline for removal. The Parish Council to seek legal advice about how to deal with the cars if they are still there after the deadline. BCM to discuss with Tony Rooth.
